To study isn’t an easy thing, of course, but nowadays it’s quite necessary to be highly skilled and
educated specialist.

The citizens of Russia have a right to receive the education which is guaranteed in the
Constitution of the Russian Federation. Education is ensured by compulsory secondary schools,
vocational schools, and higher education establishments. It is also ensured by the development of
extramural and evening courses, as well as the system of state scholarships and grants.

Education in Russia is compulsory up to the 9th form inclusive. The stages of compulsory
schooling are a primary education for ages 6-9, followed by a senior school for ages 10-15. If
pupils of a secondary school wish to go on in higher education, they must stay at school for two
more years. Primary and secondary education consists of 11 years of studying. Every school has
a core curriculum of academic subjects, such as Russian, Literature, Mathematics, History,
foreign languages and others. After completing this stage, pupils are awarded the Certificate of
Secondary Complete General Education.

After finishing the 9th form, pupils continue studying at a vocational school which offers
programs of academic subjects and a study program of training in a technical field, or a
profession.

After finishing the 11th form of a secondary school, a lyceum or a gymnasium pupils can go on
in higher education. All applicants must take an Entrance examination. Higher education
institutions, institutes or universities, offer a 5-year program of academic subjects for
undergraduates in a variety of fields, as well as a graduate course. If a student finishes a graduate
course and writes a thesis, he/she receives a candidate's degree or a doctoral degree.

The system of secondary and higher education in Russia is going through a transitional period.
The main objectives of the reform are to decentralize the higher education system, to develop a
new financial mechanism and to give more academic freedoms to faculties and students.

James: My son is in his freshman year at a technical college and my daughter goes to junior high
school.

Oleg: What does it mean — «junior high school»?

James: In most schools in the USA today the twelve grades of school are divided into six years
of elementary training, three years of junior high school and the last three years of senior high
school.

Oleg: Now | understand. Is the education compulsory in the USA?
James: Yes. All states require every girl and boy to go to school starting with the age of six.
Oleg: What about higher education? Is it expensive in America?

James: It is rather expensive. Many American students get financial support from their parents
or relatives.

Oleg: Can American students go to the university free of charge?

James: Everyone must pay the tuition fee. Its amount varies from state to state. This creates a
financial hard-ship for some young people. However, each University offers a number of
scholarships to deserving students.

Oleg: Are scholarships given only by universities?

James: Not really. Scholarships come from different sources: state authorities, private persons,
US Army, various churches and funds. Some young people can even get their scholarships for
their athletic ability. Some are given for scholastic abilities. You have to compete to get your
scholarship. You must do well, excel in something, show superior academic achievement.

Oleg: Does your son know what he wants to major in?

James: Not for sure. He hasn't made up his mind yet, but I think it will be either mechanical or
civil engineering.

Oleg: That is a very good career for a boy.

James: Perhaps it is. We wanted him to be a lawyer but he is keen on building bridges and things
like that. That's why he applied for admission to a technical college last year.

Oleg: Let's hope he will be a good engineer.

At American colleges and universities young people get higher education. They study for 4 years
and get a Bachelor's degree in arts or science. If a student wants to get a Master's degree he must
study for two more years and do a research work. Students who want to advance their education



even further in a specific field can pursue a Doctor degree. The most famous American
universities are Harvard, Princeton, Stanford, Yale, Columbia Universities.

American children start attending elementary schools at the age of 6. They continue their studies
for eight years there (8 grades). Their basic subjects in the curriculum at this stage are English,
Arithmetic, Natural Science, History, Geography, Foreign Language and some others. After that
pupils may enter a Senior high school or if they go to a 5- or 6-year elementary school, they then
attend a 3- or 4-year Junior high school, and then enter a Senior high school. Pupils graduate
from high schools at the age of 18. The high schools (also known as secondary schools) are
generally larger and accommodate teenagers from four or five elementary schools. During the
school year the students study four or five selective subjects according to their professional
interests. They must complete a certain number of courses to receive a high school diploma or a
certificate of school graduation.

In order to develop social skills and encourage students’ participation in extracurricular activities
every high school has an orchestra, a music band, a choir, drama groups, football, basketball and
baseball teams. School becomes the centre of social life for students.

The system of education in the USA varies greatly from state to state. School education in so
called state public schools is free. Parents are free to choose any public school for their
children. Although there are a lot of private schools, mainly religious, and parents have to pay
for them. A school year starts in September and ends in June. It is divided into three terms or
four quarters.

MICHAEL JORDAN is American professional basketball player. He is often considered the
greatest player in the history of the game. He led the National Basketball Association (NBA)
Chicago Bulls to five championships.
Jordan was born on the 17th of February, 1963 in Brooklyn, New York. He grew up in
Wilmington, N.C., and entered the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill in 1981. As a
freshman, he made the winning basket in the 1982 national championship game. Jordan was
named College Player of the Year in both his sophomore and junior years. He left North Carolina
after his junior year. Two times Jordan led the U.S. basketball team to Olympic gold medals in
1984 in Los Angeles and in 1992 in Barcelona, Spain.
In 1984 Jordan was drafted by the Chicago Bulls. In his first season as a professional (1984—
1985), he led the league in scoring and was named Rookie of the Year. He missed the following
season because of an injury. When he returned, he was again a success, scoring 32 points per
game. He was only the second player (after Wilt Chamberlain) to score 3,000 points in a single
season (1986—1987). Jordan was named the NBA’s Most Valuable Player (MVP) four times
(1988, 1991, 1992, 1996) and was also named Defensive Player of the Year in 1988.
In October 1993 Jordan retired briefly to pursue a career in professional baseball. But in 1995 he
returned to basketball again. In the 1995—1996 season Jordan led the Bulls to a regular season
record, the best in the history of the NBA. The following season he won his fifth championship
with the Bulls and was named MVP of the NBA Finals.
At 1.98 m, Jordan, a guard, was an exceptionally talented shooter and passer and a tenacious
defender. His nickname is «Air Jordan» because of his extraordinary leaping ability and the
acrobatic manoeuvres he used to evade defenders as he approached the basket.

In spite of all the problems mentioned above, the choice has to be made. To make it easier for
the young people, there is some professional advice.

Choosing a future career, we should
consider the following things.

« Pay. Is the size of your salary important? Generally speaking, it is important. Of course there
may be various situations, but if you are going to be independent, successful and wealthy, you
have to find a well-paid job. Moreover, if you are going to have a family, you should be ready to
support it, to be a breadwinner. Naturally, you'd like to live in good conditions, and your children
to study at good schools, and then to enter prestigious universities, to travel all around the world
and so on. Now you understand why you should take money into consideration when choosing a
job.

* Further training, promotion prospects and job conditions should also be kept in mind. Just
after graduating it is very difficult to find a plum job which will respond to all your preferences.
It is usually a monotonous, tedious clerical job, but if you are a capable and hard-working
person, you will certainly be offered an opportunity to climb the ladder.

* Place of work. You ought to decide whether you want to work indoors (cashier, chemist,
librarian, secretary, etc.) or outdoors (driver, firefighter, estate agent, etc.). Your choice may be
based on your lifestyle or health condition.

* Full-time, part-time, flexitime jobs. There is no set pattern to part-time working. It may
involve a later start and earlier finish time than a full-time position, working mornings or
afternoons only, fewer working days in a week for less salary. It is a perfect variant for students
who want to juggle their studies and work, as well as flexitime jobs. Employees decide by
themselves when to begin and end their working day.

« Communication with different people. Meeting and dealing with people doesn't appeal to
every person. Some people are not very sociable; on the contrary, they are timid, shy and
diffident. Frankly speaking, it is a great talent to have communication skills. If you think you
have it, you may choose a profession involving close contacts with people, such as a doctor, a
journalist, a lawyer, a guide, a teacher.

* Business trips. You should keep in mind that some professions imply travelling all over the
world, such as tour guides, scientists, actors, journalists, pilots and so on. It's not always fun.
Business trips may last a week, a month and even more. You may be sent to London for a few
days, then you'll spend only a few hours in Paris, and right after that, without any rest, you'll
have to go to Berlin. Sometimes it turns out that you don't have even an hour for yourself just to
relax and see the town you've come to. Such trips may be very exhausting and stressful.



However, if you are young, ambitious and full of energy, you will be able not only to do your job
successfully but also see the world.

« Aspiration for creative work. If you are a creative person, it's a must for you to find such job.
It can be a job of an artist, a tailor, a designer or a stylist.

« Jobs connected with risk. Such jobs are usually well-paid, but very dangerous. A police
officer, a fireman, a bodyguard, a lifeguard — these are the names of jobs which imply risk.
Those, who want a rewarding but demanding job and who are ready to devote all their lives to it,
may choose this kind of work.

Analyzing all these points will help you not to make a wrong choice.

In case you are an aspiring, responsible, creative, optimistic, reliable person, who is ready to
learn and be laborious, who is not afraid of any difficulties of the future and ready to solve any
problem with a smile, the world of jobs and careers will be open to you.

Choosing a career should not only be a matter of future prestige and wealth. Work should bring
real satisfaction; otherwise your whole life will become dull and monotonous.

No matter what method of job hunting you use, inevitably somebody will ask you for a resume.
Most companies require a resume before seriously considering a job candidate from the outside.
Resumes are sometimes also required in order to receive a job transfer within a company.

The purpose of a resume is to help you obtain a job interview, not a job. Very few people are
hired without a personal interview.

Effective resumes are straightforward, factual presentations of a person's experience and
accomplishments. They are neither over detailed nor too sketchy. A general rule is that two or
three pages in length is best.

One page seems too superficial; a four-page (or longer) resume may irritate an impatient
employment official. Some writers suggest that a chronological (the standard-type) resume be
used; others argue for an accomplishment resume. A useful resume should include both your
experiences and key accomplishments. When sent to a prospective employer, a resume should be
professionally reproduced, with particular attention to misspellings, typographical errors, and
careful spacing.

To attract attention, some job seekers print resumes on tinted paper, in a menu-like folder, or
on unusual-sized paper. If done in a way to attract positive attention to yourself, these
approaches have merit.

When Paul left school he applied for (= wrote an official request for) a job in the accounts
department of a local engineering company. They gave him a job as a trainee (= a very junior
person in a company). He didn't earn very much but they gave him a lot of training (= organised
help and advice with learning the job), and sent him on training courses.

Note: Training is an uncountable noun, so you cannot say 'a training'. You can only talk about
training (in general), or a training course (if you want to refer to just one). Here you can use the
verbs do or go on: I did/went on several training courses last year.

Moving up

Paul worked hard at the company and his prospects (= future possibilities in the job) looked
good. After his first year he got a good pay rise (= more money), and after two years he was
promoted (= given a higher position with more money and responsibility). After six years he was
in charge of
(= responsible for/the boss of) the accounts department with five other employees (= workers in
the company) under him ( = under his responsibility/ authority).

Leaving the company

By the time Paul was 30, however, he decided he wanted a fresh challenge (= a new exciting
situation). He was keen to work abroad, so he resigned from his company (= officially told the
company he was leaving his job; you can also say 'he quit the company') and started looking for
a new job with a bigger company. After a couple of months he managed to find a job with an
international company which involved (= included) a lot of foreign travel. He was very excited
about the new job and at first he really enjoyed the travelling, but...

Hard times

After about six months, Paul started to dislike the constant moving around, and after a year he
hated it; he hated living in hotels, and he never really made any friends in the new company.
Unfortunately his work was not satisfactory either and finally he was sacked (= told to leave the
company/ dismissed/given the sack) a year later.

After that, Paul found things much more difficult. He was unemployed (= out of work/without
a job) for over a year. He had to sell his car and move out of his new house. Things were looking
bad and in the end Paul had to accept a part-time job (= working only some or the day or some of
the week) on a fruit and vegetable stall in a market.

Happier times

To his surprise, Paul loved the market. He made lots of friends and enjoyed working out in the
open air. After two years, he took over (= took control of) the stall. Two years later he opened a
second stall, and after ten years he had fifteen stalls. Last year Paul retired (= stopped working
completely) at the age of 55, a very rich man.

Communications

This word keeps cropping up. In all aspects of managing, and in all functions of the organization,
the degree of success is directly related to the quality of communication. Communication is the
«nervous system» of managing.

It is both formal and informal. Management Information Systems, meetings, instructions, notice-
boards, memos and so on are examples of formal communication. They are usually planned and
specific.

Informal communication can be planned to some degree. If it is important that certain people
speak to each other regularly, it may be arranged that their officers are close to one another. In
this way, the people concerned will meet in the corridor or in the offices chat.

The «grapevine» (the channel for gossip) is the sort of informal communication that managers
should try to keep to a minimum as it is almost certainly inaccurate and can even be
mischievous. It often arises through lack of proper communication. We are information-seeking
animals. We need information to help us make decisions about our environment. Is we have only
partial information, we still constantly make decisions about what is going on around us, only we
«make up» the information we are lacking.

Communication can be verbal, written, drawn or non-verbal. It can take many forms: letters,
reports, memos, news-sheets, charts, graphs, blue prints, forms (invoices, orders); meetings,
discussions, interviews, chat presentations; smiles, frowns, relaxed or tense posture, stressed or
anxious behaviour.

When thinking about communication, we should remember that it impossible to divorce
meanings from feelings. Whatever is written or sail has a meaning that the communication
intended to transmit. But the choice a words, the tone and the timing, together with facial
expressions and bod posture, will generate feelings in the person receiving the message.

Negotiations are complex because one is dealing with both facts and people. It is clear that
negotiators above all must have a good understanding of a subject. They must be aware of the
company's general policy, initial bargaining position as well as fallback position.

However, awareness of these facts may not necessarily suffice to reach the agreement. The role
of human factor must be taken into account. The approach and strategy in negotiations are
influenced by cool, clear logical analyses. But the personal needs of the actors must therefore be
considered. These needs might include the need for friendship, goodwill, credibility, recognition
of status and authority, a desire to be appreciated and promoted as well as the need to get home
earlier on Friday evening.

Researches, who have studied negotiations, recommend separate people from facts. Moreover,
while negotiations indirect and impersonal forms should be used. Furthermore, a really tough
negotiator should be hard on the facts but soft on the people.

Language also varies according to negotiating style adopted: it can be either a co-operative or a
competitive mode. Cooperative style is based on win-win principles when both parties want to
benefit from the deal. This style is often accepted within one company or between companies
with longstanding relations when common goals are being pursued. Competitive negotiation
style can be appropriate for one-off contracts when the aim is to get the best results possible
without considering future relations and risks of the breakdown of negotiations. Moreover, the
language can become hostile and threatening.

In reality negotiations are a complex mode of co-operative and competitive styles. Negotiating
successfully implies dealing with four main components of negotiations: people, facts, co-
operation and competition.

Table Manners

Table manners vary from country to country. But knowing how to behave during meals is very
important in any community. We have certain rules that tell us what to do, how to eat and what
utencils to use.

There are some things that you should and shouldn't do wherever you are.

Never speak with your mouth full, beacuse it is inapproprite to show people what you have in
your mouth. So chew with your mouth closed, do not make noises when you eat and don't make
a mess on your plate.

Get rid of your bad habbit of putting your elbows on the table. It is not polite to make bad
comments about food, the cook can be seriously offended. When you want something that is
standing far from you, ask the other guests to pass it.

Take as much food as you want, but eat as much as you take. It is better to ask for another
portion than to leave your plate full.

Eating and drinking too fast is also unacceptable even if you are very hungry. Don't leave your
spoon in the cup when drinking tea or coffee. Put vegetables and pasta onto the fork with the
help of your knife. If your food is too hot, just be patient and wait a little, don"t blow on it.

In most European countries you should use a fork and a knife . But there are some exceptions.
For example don’t be afraid to use your hand if you are eating chicken or taking a slice of bread.

In Asian countries it is normal to use your fingers or chopsticks.
If you are invited for dinner, be on time and don't forget to thank the host.

These are the basic rules of ettiquett. If you want to look good during meals you should know
and follow them.
